TAKING PICTURES OF SNOW...

What Colors your Snow?

Do your pictures of snow turn out gray? Well here is a tip to help prevent that.
A digital camera’s metering system exposes for middle gray. So if you meter bright snow you will get middle
gray snow. Here’s what I do, I set my exposure compensation for +1 or +1 1/2. When you take a picture it is
important that you check your histogram. You want it to come close to the right side. If it doesn’t, adjust up the
exposure compensation a little more.
If you are clipping on the right side (climbing the right edge) adjust it down. Another thing that helps is to set a
custom white balance. Take a picture of open snow, make sure there are no shadows, and use that as a custom
white balance for snowy scenes.
Shooting in raw will allow you to fine tune it on the computer.

Snow brightness will vary from overcast to sunny days. A sunny day will have lots of contrast but an overcast
day will have soft even lighting. Remember to check your histogram!

1. Left click on the “Layer” with the 3x5 templates. (This will highlight it)
2. On the “Effect Pallet” click on the “Small Boarder” effect.
You now have a small semi transparent boarder inside each 3x5 frame giving it a matted effect.
