Photography Question
I was sent a question asking what is the
best advice I could give someone to
improve their Landscape Photography.
After a little thought I answered as follows:

Maximize your Depth of Field
The simplest way to do this is to choose a
small Aperture setting (a large  F-Stop) The
smaller your aperture the greater the depth
of field in your shots. By maximizing the
depth of Field you  ensure that as much of
your scene as possible is in focus.
Remember that the smaller apertures mean
less light is hitting your image sensor, you
may need to compensate either by
increasing your ISO or lengthening your
shutter speed (maybe both).  Having said
that then my second bit of advice is to have
a tripod with you in case the lower
aperature slows the shutter down too slow
to hand hold the camera, such at sunset or
sunraise

4 Year Old Camera Washes Up on a CA
beach...Memory Card Still Working!

Following a heavy two-day storm, California man Peter
Govaars found "the skeleton of a digital camera" among piles of
driftwood, broken glass, old bottle, and sand on Hidden Beach
near Santa Cruz, CA. Along with the camera's remains,
Govaars was not only surprised to discover the camera's SD
Memory Card was still in one piece, but completely shocked to
find it readable.
Govaars pulled 104 photos from Memory Card, finding photos
of a Hispanic Family taken in the summer of 2007, which
included a birthday celebration and a "day trip from San Jose to
Santa Cruz." Govaars has posted the pictures to his Flickr
account and is hopeful he will someday find the Mystery
Family.
What's particularly amazing is that it's quite possible this digital
camera has been rolling on and off area California beaches for
the last four years. Like I said above, don't try this at home
with your camera, yet if you happen to tragically drop your
digicam in the water, or lose it out at sea, your camera will most
likely be finished, but have hope your memories might still be
in tact.

Your knowledge of photographic exposure is
essential to controlling the creative side of the
photographic process. This knowledge
increases the chance that the photograph that
ends up on your memory card is the one you
envisioned when you pushed the shutter
button. I have listed 3 books below that are in
my opinion (and many other photographers)
the best at explaining Exposure.

1st  Pick
Understanding Exposure
By Bryan Peterson is one
of the best and the easiest
to read books you will
ever find on Exposure. A
real must have book if you
need help with exposure.

2nd Pick
Light –Science & Magic
Written by 3 authors and now
in its 4th edition.
This book is the best you’ll
find on light and exposure, it is
more on the technical side and
a little harder to follow than
my first pick. Still a must have
for a serious photographer.

3rd Pick
Digital Exposure Handbook
By Ross Hoddinott
This book is destined to be a classic reference
book on exposure. Its well written and an
excellent book for beginners or for those of
us who want a refresher in exposure concepts
now and again. This is a small handbook and
can be carried in your camera bag.
